Wait! Stop

My medical insurance company refused to pay for a medical test my 
wife needs. So I thought: What does dental insurance do for ME, 

the general dentist?
  1. It may not pay me!
  2. It will defi nitely pay me late!
  3.  It will not pay me what I really earn, so I write off thousands of dollars annually.
  4.  It limits what procedures patients think they can have done, by imposing low 

maximums. 
  5. It sets a fee for electives it won’t even cover!
  6. It does not do what patients think it should, while making them mad at me.
  7. It sets my fees, regardless of what expense is required for me to provide a service.
  8.  It discourages cosmetic restorations, even changing my procedure codes to fi t 

company rules.
  9. It limits state-of-the-art dentistry.
10.  It makes me pay to generate a lot of useless paper, or pay an outside company for 

“e-claims”.
11.  Submitting claims costs me a lot of postage, in addition to follow-up claims for 

corrections to their initial errors in payment.
12.  It causes further expense in follow-up billing after the insurance payment is received – 

if they pay at all.
13. It tells my patients which dentists they can and cannot see for treatment.

Dental insurance is GREAT! (lol). So why do we bow down to it? Can we not see the path to 
socialized dentistry is only just behind socialized medicine? Most dental specialists have avoided 
contractual agreements, since there are fewer of them in the profession. Insurance is afraid to limit 
access-to-care for the specialists, but not us. They know somebody down the street will take 
whatever they will pay. 

We have seen how powerful the insurance companies are, due to the lack of progress made by 
our own AlDA, in eliminating these problems. This issue has been tied up in Alabama courts, and 
may not be resolved for the next ten to twenty years. Companies can band together, but if private 
practitioners so much as discuss the idea of discontinuing contractual agreements with them, we, 
too, may end up in court, or blacklisted by the industry.

Is this what we spent over twenty years fi ghting for? Dentistry is still fun. It is rewarding 
psychologically, and can also be rewarding fi nancially. We love our patients, and want to provide 
the best care for each one of them, rather than “what insurance will pay for.”

Do some soul-searching; see what you are giving up, both for yourselves and for your patients. 
Make it right.

National AGD News:
The AGD website has been modifi ed and updated. To enter the “Members Only” sec-

tion, you must supply your personal AGD number, remembering that the password will 
be your own birth date (i.e.: 10071939), using no separation spaces. 

The upper-right-hand corner of the screen has a brown box containing four new 
items: (1) AGD Pod Cast, which features interviews with general dentists and specialists. 
(2) GD, which stands for General Discussion, giving you an opportunity to review a case 
study, then read other members’ comments, adding your own if you like. (3) AGD Blog, 
a new blog with fresh entries posted each Monday, Wednesday, and Friday. (4) AGD RSS 
(Really Simple Syndication) Feed, which includes updates delivered right to your personal 
computer.

Also available at this newly designed web site is information on our annual meeting, 
planned this year for July 16-20 in sunny Orlando.

Alabama AGD Items of Interest:
Speaking of websites, our own Alabama AGD is considering possibilities to update 

ours. Being discussed right now is providing a way to register for meetings online, as well 
as to process credit cards for registration fees payment. 

The Executive Board has signed a contract with the Sandestin Hilton for three more 
years of annual meetings (through 2011), using the same Tuesday-Friday schedule fol-
lowed in 2007, the week of Labor Day.

Practice Act Legislation:
Big news is brewing in Montgomery for private dental practitioners. Two bills coming 

before the Alabama Senate will affect the Alabama Dental Practice Act. One Senate Bill, 
441, will double the number of members on the Board of Dental Examiners of Alabama, 
and will also dictate whom the BDEA may hire for legal counsel. The ALDA Board of 
Trustees does not support limiting the BDEA in such a manner. Keep your eyes and ears 
open on this situation!
